
School Rules and Guidelines 
Rule 1: Playground 
The playground is a place to develop friendships in a relaxed setting.  Improper behavior or other 
dangerous actions are prohibited and may include, but are not limited to: 

 Walk in a single file line to and from the playground area. 
 Play in designated areas only. 
 Use all playground equipment appropriately. 
 No throwing of objects of any kind, including snow, ice, mulch or dirt. 

 

Rule 2: Lunchroom 
Lunch should be a pleasant experience for everyone, teachers, students and staff.  Students must display 
appropriate table manners, courteous conversation and cooperation with volunteers, teachers and school 
personnel.  Violations include but are not limited to: 

 Walk to and from the lunchroom in a single file line. 
 Be courteous towards lunchroom staff. 
 Speak softly and eat the lunch you are given. 
 Say please and thank you when receiving your lunch. 
 Clean up your area after eating and sit quietly to be excused. 
 No throwing of objects or food. 

 

Rule 3: Bathroom 
 Enter and leave the bathrooms quietly. 
 Use the bathroom and water properly. 
 Clean up your area after you are finished. 
 Do not loiter or play in the bathrooms. 
 Do not create loud noises, including slamming doors. 
 Do not turn off or play with the lights or the stall doors. 

 

Rule 5: Classroom 
 Be on time for school and for all classes. 
 Have all needed supplies and materials (books, paper, pencil, gym clothes, art supplies, etc.) 
 Complete and turn in all assignments in all subject areas, including Arabic, Spanish and Physical 

Education. 

 Students should not be in classrooms with out adult supervision. 

 Show respect to the classroom teacher. 
 

Rule 6: School Area 
 Permission is needed to leave class or lunchroom. Permission needed to enter building before 

school and re-enter building after school. 
 No chewing gum in school building. 
 No food to be eaten outside of the lunchroom without permission. 
 No running or talking in the halls. 
 No wearing of outdoor cloths in the building (hats, jackets, down vests, sunglasses, gloves, etc.) 
 Proper use of restrooms, sinks and drinking fountains. 
 Loud noises, including slamming doors. 
 No toys/games are to be brought to school without permission from the administration. 
 Walk to and from assemblies. Sit on your bottom and do not talk. Respect the person or group 

presenting the assembly.
